Tip from the Golf Shop 

Keep it loose over the winter months  
 

With the winter months upon us here are a few stretches that will keep you 

limber through the winter.   

1. Sit down in a chair and place your feet flat on the ground shoulder 

width apart. Take a 7 iron and place one hand on the grip and the 

other on the head of the club. Raise the club over your head and rest 

the club on your shoulders. Turn your shoulders to the right and hold 

for 3 seconds. Then return to the starting position and repeat this 

process to the left. Do this a few times.  

2. Stand on your left leg with your right hand in the air. Bend forward 

at the hip, allowing the left knee to bend as you sweep your right 

hand across your body towards your left foot. Use your left leg to 

slowly push yourself back to the starting position. Repeat a few times 

then do the same from the other side.  

3. Stand shoulder width apart with a golf club in your right hand hold 

the golf club parallel to the ground. Rotate the head of the club 180 

degrees and then back to the starting position. Repeat this a few 

times then switch to the other hand.

* Reservations are not required so just drop in.  We do ask that you keep practice  

   sessions to an hour or less.

* Use irons, hybrids and woods but no tee's as these will lead to pop up shots that hit   

   the ceiling 

 

* Wear athletic shoes as opposed to golf shoes
